Although we all know that Bolton is the ñLand of 

Boulders and Bears,ò this spring seems to have 

brought an increase in black bear activity in town, 

especially in the Duxbury Road area.  We have 

been in touch with our Game Warden about how 

to best encourage bears to move on, and not 

become nuisance bears.  Hereôs how you can help: 

1.  Remove or secure ANY smells of food (e.g., trash, 

compost, feeders). 

2.  If you canôt remove or secure trash/garbage, pour a 

LOT of liquid ammonia over the trash and in the trash 

cans to neutralize the smell and make it unappealing. 

3.  Do NOT burn scented                candles. 

Game wardens can and will take more 

aggressive action if a bear enters an occupied 

home.  If a bear enters a home, contact the 

game warden immediately through State 

Police Dispatch:
